However, essays
must be submitted in either MS Word (DOC/DOCX) or PDF format.
* Your name and essay title are not included in the word count limit.
. Entries must be submitted online. To send your essay online, you must go to the online
registration page at www.goipeace.or.jp and follow the required steps. Entries submitted by
postal mail or e-mail are not accepted.
Teachers and youth directors may submit a collection of essays from their class or group by creating an
‘account for school/organization entrant’ on the online registration page.
* Only one entry per person is accepted.
* We are unable to confirm receipt of essays.
Essays must be original and unpublished. Plagiarized entries will be rejected.
Essays must be written by one person. Co-authored essays are not accepted.
Copyright of the essays entered will be assigned to the organizer.
