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Preamble

The contemporary world is witnessing a growing expansion of digital entrepreneurship, driven
by the rapid evolution of digital technologies that have opened up unprecedented opportunities
for aspiring entrepreneurs. In this context, a significant number of individuals are venturing into
the creation of digital startups operating across diverse sectors.

Given its substantial potential in generating employment and fostering innovation, digital
entrepreneurship has garnered significant attention in various advanced economies—such as
Canada, the United States, Japan, Australia, and France. These countries have adopted a
range of incentive measures to stimulate entrepreneurial activity, including simplified financing
procedures, the dissemination of entrepreneurial culture, the establishment of supportive legal
and fiscal frameworks, the integration of entrepreneurship education into academic curricula,
and the provision of mentoring and support services for emerging enterprises (SARI, 2016).

In a similar context, Algeria has, in recent years, demonstrated a growing interest in promoting
digital entrepreneurship. This was notably reflected in the 2013 launch of the “tStart” initiative by
the National Agency for the Development of Small and Medium Enterprises (ANDPME), in
collaboration with OOREDOO, a mobile operator. The program aims to support young Algerian
entrepreneurs with innovative projects, particularly in the fields of information and
communication technologies.

Despite the emergence of several startups through this initiative, digital entrepreneurship in
Algeria continues to face numerous challenges that hinder its full development—most notably
the absence of an enabling digital ecosystem and persistent gaps in support infrastructure.

Nevertheless, digital entrepreneurship remains a promising avenue that has yet to be fully
explored in Algeria. It offers considerable potential for entrepreneurs seeking to develop digital
platforms and smart applications that contribute to improving the quality of life in multiple
domains, including industry, education, healthcare, tourism, and so forth.

The central question guiding this conference are the follow: What opportunities are available

for Algerian entrepreneurs through digital entrepreneurship, and how can the various
barriers hindering its advancement in the Algerian context be effectively addressed?

Papers may be submitted individually or jointly, provided they fall within
one of the conference’s designated themes.

Submissions are accepted in Arabic, French, or English.

Papers in Arabic must be typed in Simplified Arabic, font size 14; papers
in French or English must use Times New Roman, font size 12, with 1.15
line spacing.

References should be cited within the text using parentheses (author’s
last name, year), with no footnotes, followed by a numbered bibliography
at the end.

References must be formatted according to the APA (American
Psychological Association) style guide.

The first page must include: the title of the paper, the theme it falls under,
the author’s full name, academic title, institutional affiliation, and email
address, along with an abstract not exceeding 105 words.

Submissions must be in Word format, and should not exceed 20 pages in
total.

Papers not adhering to the above guidelines will not be considered.
